COMPLETED RISK ASSESSMENT PACKAGE








The LAN Administrator is responsible for the conduct of the risk assessment.  The other two personnel normally involved in the process are:  (1) the Director (or Designee) of the Institute, Center, or Division (ICD) supported by the LAN, and (2) the ICD Information Systems Security Officer (ISSO).  A matrix indicating responsibilities for preparation, review, retention, distribution, certification, concurrence, and accreditation is shown below.
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In this Appendix, examples of completed exhibits are provided for a fictitious LAN Albert.  These examples support Sections 2 and 3 of the main body of this document.  It should be noted that Block F of Exhibit C-1 is calculated by the OIRM Senior ISSO (or generated by the automated version).  The certification, concurrence, and accreditation statements follow Block F and are shown in the sequence that they would occur on a completed risk assessment.  See Section 3, paragraph 3.6.5 for further discussion of Block F.  Exhibit C-2 illustrates some of the types of items that may be included in the dollar value rating of assets for a LAN.
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
